Continuing to Cultivate

In its 14th year, the Lucia
Bocchino Fund for Promising
Young Artists held its third
virtual and international
exhibition, receiving over 250
applicants from over 18
countries and 7 US states.

Participants in Pre-K through
12th grade responded to the
theme “HERSTORY: A Virtual
Exhibition of Women in Our
Lives Who Inspire Us’”
Submissions included portraits,
poems, essays, and sculptures
of inspiring women, now
featured on the Lucia Bocchino
Fund website. The exhibition
opened on May 8th (Mother’s
Day in the USA) following an
hour-long  Instagram  Live
celebration, featuring the Lucia
Bocchino Fund team and guest
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Promising Young Artists who
submitted their work to this
year’s exhibition.

While some  submissions
featured famous women (Maya
Angelou, Rosalia, and Billie
Eilish), the majority of
submissions are in homage to
the everyday Womenthat shape
our personal history: the
mothers, grandmothers, aunts,
sisters, friends, neighbors, and
teachers. And they deserve the
celebration!

Analytics

This year, we received beautiful
submissions from our 250
participants in over 18 countries
and 7 US States ranging in
grades Pre-K through 12th
grade. The majority of
